1(i)
Welcome and apologies for absence
The President welcomed members to the 11th Annual Charity Meeting. Professor Lovegrove welcomed Professor Anastasia Kalea and Professor John Brameld to the trustee board.
1(ii)
Minutes of 10th Annual Charity Meeting
The minutes of the 10th Annual Charity meeting were approved by the meeting. 
The proposer was Professor Ailsa Welch and the seconder was Professor Andrew Salter.

The President’s report
The President (Professor Julie Lovegrove) provided the meeting with an overview of the key achievements and events for the Society in 2021 using a PowerPoint presentation. She mentioned in particular the following; the increase in Society journal impact factors; an update on textbooks; the high conference attendance during 2021; and the success of the Training Academy activities. Professor Lovegrove outlined the Society staff changes in 2021 and concluded her summary by thanking the members of the Trustee Board, Council, volunteers and staff for their work and support.

The approved annual accounts of the Society
The Treasurer, Professor Chris Seal, delivered the annual accounts for 2021.  He reported the accounts had been audited by BWMcFarlane with no reported formal observations. 2021 was a good year, financially, for the Society despite the potential turbulence due to changes in publishing. The Society recorded income of £1,129,430, of which £933,291 came from publishing the Society’s journals. Expenses for the year across all activities totalled £1,159,878. After allowing for a net gain in the investment portfolio of £117,731, and depreciation costs of £34,372, the net surplus totalled £52,911. 
Professor Seal described growth in the Society’s investments due to the rebound from the pandemic. He said that the value of the Society’s financial reserves has doubled from its 2013 value to £2.6 million in 2021. In conclusion, Professor Seal stated that the Society is in a strong position to meet all its immediate financial commitments and objectives.
The accounts were received in full.  

The proposer was Professor Alison Gallagher and the seconder was Dr Carrie Ruxton.

To elect Trustees
Professor Lovegrove thanked trustee Professor Chris Seal, who is standing down as a trustee after two terms, saying that the board are very grateful for his financial management. Professor Lovegrove affirmed that Professor Tom Hill is elected unopposed as new trustee and will take up the role of Treasurer.
Professor Lovegrove noted the re-election of Professor Jayne Woodside as Honorary Publications Officer and Dr Eileen Gibney as Honorary Membership Officer for a 3 year term. Professor Lovegrove noted the election of Professor Mary Ward as President-elect and expressed her pleasure regarding the election of Professor Ward for this role.

The proposer was Professor Ailsa Welch and the seconder was Professor Alison Gallagher. 
5.         To elect Council Members
Professor Lovegrove said that in terms of the Advisory Council, Dr Louise Durrant, and Professor Bernadette Moore are leaving the Council. Professor Lovegrove thanked Dr Durrant and Professor Moore for their service to the Society. Dr Caroline Childs is elected as Advisory Council member for Medical. The results of the ballot for the election of the Advisory Council position for Animal Nutrition was announced. Dr Spiridoula Anathasiadou is elected as Advisory Council member for Animal Nutrition, and Dr Adrienne Cullum is re-elected as Council Member for Policy.
The proposer was Professor Ailsa Welch and the seconder was Professor Alison Gallagher.
